Hello,

This document has been written for TeeBee owners who want to make hardware updates to their TeeBee their selves. The following 2 hardware updates are quite easy. And can be done by any person with some soldering experience. When you are not able to do these modifications yourself, Syntecno will do it for you for free. But, you will have to pay for sending the TeeBee to Syntecno and also for sending it back to you again.

At the moment the following 2 hardware updates are available :

- VCA update.

 For making the sound larger in volume, resulting in a better signal to noise ratio. (also enables you to get better distortion possibilities when you want to overdrive your mixer input)

This modification makes the signal coming from the VCO larger. Thus the signal going into the filter will be larger and also the output volume. Because the filter will now work with higher amplitueds, a better signal to noise ratio will be obtained, also for the analog input.

- Accent update.

For having a more "wow" sound, when the accent is turned on.

This modification will only be noticable when you turn on the accent. Without this modification, an accent played on the TeeBee will not have the "wow" sound as much as should be.

Update for making the sound larger in volume

- Users without ringmodulator :

Below you'll find a picture of the analog board. (front side of the TeeBee).

The picture only shows the left side of the board. The value of the yellow resistor must be changed.

In the old situation, the resistor has a value of 220K. (red, red, yellow, gold)

In the new situation, the resistor must have a value of 100K. (brown, black, yellow, gold).

You can do this by taking out the old resistor and replacing it by a 100K version, or you can let the old resistor in it's place and solder another resistor of  220K parralel over it. This way, you don't have to take out the old resistor.
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- Users with ringmodulator : Modification has allready been made for your TeeBee.

Update for having a more "wow" sound, when the accent is turned on.

- Users without ringmodulator :
Below you'll find a picture of the analog board. (front side of the TeeBee).

The picture only shows the left side of the board. The value of the yellow resistor must be changed.

In the old situation, the resistor has a value of 27K. (red, violet, orange, gold)

In the new situation, the resistor must have a value of 68K. (blue, grey, orange, gold).

You can do this by taking out the old resistor and replacing it by a 68K version.



Users with ringmodulator :

The picture only shows the right side of the board. The value of the yellow resistor must be changed.

In the old situation, the resistor has a value of 27K. (red, violet, orange, gold)

In the new situation, the resistor must have a value of 68K. (blue, grey, orange, gold).

You can do this by taking out the old resistor and replacing it by a 68K version.
